PART I. CLASSIFICATION 
 
 

2 CLASS OF A SHIP 
 

1 Para 2.2.3 is renamed reading as follows: 
 

ʺ2.2.3 The Register ice class marks, the IACS polar class notations and the Baltic ice 
class notations. Determination of conditions for safe operation of a ship in ice.ʺ. 
 
2 Para 2.2.3.1 is supplemented with the paragraph reading as follows: 
 

ʺRecommendations for operation of a ship in ice may be determined by the Register at the 
request of the shipowner for the purpose of issuing the Ice Navigation Ship Certificate and Ice 
Safety Passport specifying the conditions for safe operation of a ship in ice depending on the 
ice class mark (including ships without an ice class assigned), ship's specific design features, 
ice conditions and icebreaker support.".
