PART Il. SHIP'S CONSTRUCTION, EQUIPMENT AND ARRANGEMENTS FOR
THE PREVENTION OF POLLUTION BY OIL

11 HOLDING TANKS
Para 11.2.5 is replaced by the following text:

"11.2.5 The oil residue (sludge) tank discharge piping and bilge water piping shall be
equipped with non-return valves to prevent oil residues (sludge) from discharging to the bilge
water piping, bilge water tank, bilges of machinery spaces and bilge water separator (refer to
IMO circular MEPC.1/Circ.867). The piping specified in 11.2.4 may serve only one purpose: to
connect the oil residue (sludge) tank discharge piping and oily bilge water discharge piping to the
standard discharge connection referred to in 10.2.2.1, or any other approved means of disposal.

Acceptable piping arrangements are given in IACS recommendation No. 121 "Uniform
Application of MARPOL Annex |, Revised Regulation 12".".
