PART XII. REFRIGERATING PLANTS 
 
 

8 INSULATION 
 

Para 8.2.3 is replaced by the following text: 
 

«8.2.3 The insulating materials used for piping shall be non-combustible in accordance 
with 1.6.3.1, Part VI "Fire Protection". 

This requirement does not apply to insulation of piping arranged within the refrigerated 
cargo spaces and refrigerated storerooms. 

On fishing vessels, combustible materials may be used as an insulation for piping 
penetrating spaces of specially equipped fish-processing shops (shops for raw fish filleting and 
washing, refrigerating, canning shops) provided the insulation is coated with steel sheets.».
