PART Il. LIFE-SAVING APPLIANCES

2 REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL TYPES OF SHIPS
New para 2.2.1.5 is introduced reading as follows:

"2.2.1.5 When considering the minimum number and distribution of lifebuoys as required
by 3.2.1, 4.2.1 or 5.1.3.2 of these Rules, the lifebuoys fitted with both self-igniting lights and
lifelines and provided in compliance with the requirements of 8.8.2, Part Il "Equipment,
Arrangements and Outfit" of the Rules for the Classification and Construction of Sea-Going Ships
and IMO MSC.1/Circ.1331 shall not be taken into account.”.
