PART Ill. EQUIPMENT, ARRANGEMENTS AND OUTFIT

3 ANCHOR ARRANGEMENT
1 Para 3.1.1 is replaced by the following text:

"3.1.1 Each ship shall be provided with anchoring equipment and also with chain
stoppers for securing the bower anchors in hawse pipes, devices for securing and releasing
the inboard ends of the chain cables and machinery for dropping and hoisting the bower
anchors as well as for holding the ship at the bower anchors dropped.

Besides, in cases specified in 3.6.1.1 each bower anchor chain cable shall be provided
with a stopper for riding the ship at anchor.".

4 MOORING ARRANGEMENT
2 Para 4.1.1 is replaced by the following text:

"4.1.1 Each ship shall be supplied with mooring arrangement for warping to coastal or
floating berths and for reliable fastening of the ship to them.

For shipborne barges the mooring arrangement shall comply with the requirements of
Section 4 of Part lll "Equipment, Arrangements and Oultfit" of the Rules for the Classification
and Construction of Inland Navigation Ships (for European Inland Waterways).

For shipboard fittings not selected from an industry standard accepted (approved) by
the Register, the corrosion addition t. and the wear allowance t,,, given in 4.3.5, respectively,
shall be considered.".

5 TOWING ARRANGEMENT
