PART XX. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR YACHTS

5 TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS
Para 5.10.17.1 is replaced by the following text:

"5.10.17.1 Vessels where a general alarm signal given by voice cannot be heard in all
locations manned during voyage shall be provided with an electric general alarm system that
ensures good audibility of signals in all places on board the vessel.

The internal communication shall, as a minimum, ensure compliance with the
requirements specified in 3.3.1 of Part VIl "Machinery Installations", taking into account the
requirements in 6.5.1.2 of Part XIX "Additional Requirements for Cargo Ships of Less Than
500 Gross Tonnage". Measures shall be taken to ensure clear audibility, with the machinery
at work.".
