Rules for the Equipment of Floating Offshore Oil-and-Gas Product Units (FPU) of Russian 
Maritime Register of Shipping (RS, the Register) have been approved in accordance with 
the established approval procedure. The date of coming into force of the present Rules 
is 1 January 2022. 

The Rules are published in the following parts: 
Part I "Life-Saving Appliances"; 
Part II "Signal Means"; 
Part III "Radio Equipment"; 
Part IV "Navigational Equipment"; 
Part V "Equipment and Arrangements for Prevention of Pollution of the Environment". 
The present Rules supplement the Rules for the Classification and Construction 

of Sea-Going Ships, Rules for the Equipment of Sea-Going Ships and Rules for 
the Classification and Construction of Mobile Offshore Drilling Units. 
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1 GENERAL1 
 
 

1.1 The requirements of this Part apply to the floating offshore oil-and-gas product 
units (FPU) construction, arrangements, equipment and systems intended for the prevention 
of pollution by oil, sewage, and garbage, as well as air pollution. 

1.2 Regarding the prevention of pollution of the environment, the FPU shall comply 
with the applicable requirements of the Rules for the Prevention of Pollution from Ships 
Intended for Operation in Sea Areas and Inland Waterways of the Russian Federation2.
